WOMEN’S LOBBY ISSUES COMMITTEE MEETINGS 2010
Anyone who cares about women’s issues is invited to attend these discussions and strategy sessions regarding any state legislation impacting women. The meetings are held at Colorado Education Association on the corner of Colfax and Grant—1500 Grant St—from noon-1:15 pm in the Bluebell Room. You can park free in their lot if you sign in in the lobby. Lunch will be provided. 
This year, the Women’s Lobby is carrying the Safe Personal Care Products bill. The bill would prohibit manufacturers from distributing for sale or selling in Colorado personal care products containing known or probable carcinogens and reproductive toxins. The FDA does not regulate the chemicals used in personal care products, prompting action to be taken at the state level.
This year, priority issues for the Women’s Lobby include Paid Sick Days, Priority of TABOR Refund Methods, Workplace Discrimination Penalty Alignment, Pay Lay Lending Interest Cap, and No Gender Individual Health Insurance Rates. However, the discussion will cover all women’s issues participants wish to discuss.
